Why we teach music at Longmoor Primary School
The teaching of music is a part of every child’s right to develop skills of performance, composition and appraisal, listening and applying knowledge of their learning in line with the Music Manifesto.  We believe all children should be given the opportunity to experience the rich cultural diversities of music through many experiences.

Aims
· To stimulate interest in all aspects of music
· To foster a sense of pleasure and enjoyment in music

· To develop informed opinions of the variety of music listened to

· To develop corporate listening, performance in assemblies and acts of worship, and in mounting displays and performances for parents and the wider community

The National Curriculum
Teaching is based on the National Curriculum 2000 guidelines using the programmes of study with the attainment targets giving expected standards.

How we plan music:
We use the scheme Music Express (A&C Black) to provide the majority of our teaching content with additional singing practice of hymns and songs.  Cross curricular links are developed in music through MFL, D&T, Science, Literacy, Maths, History and Geography.  The Music Partnership provides opportunities for individual lessons and class developments.  Children are also given the opportunity to learn recorders and take part in singing with the choir.

Continuity and progression
The scheme of work provides well-planned continuity and progression from Nursery to Year 6.  The units are written to allow for mixed year groups to take and adapt material suiting the needs of the particular class.

Teaching methods
There are a variety of teaching methods used within the scheme which will be appropriate for varied learning styles within a class, these will include visual, auditory and kinaesthetic approaches.

Equal Opportunities
Care and consideration is given to ensure all children are given equal opportunity for access to the curriculum and to all the activities wherever possible.  The children will be set suitable learning challenges.  Teachers will respond to pupils diverse learning needs.  The teachers will take account of potential barriers to learning and assessment for individual and groups of learners.

Health and Safety
Due care and attention must be taken for the health and safety of the children, following the Local Education Authority Guidelines.

Information and Communication Technology
Pupils will be given opportunity to apply and develop their capability in the use of ICT tools to support their music curriculum.  Whilst this is not a compulsory aspect of statutory requirements at KS1 it will be of benefit to the children to use some forms of ICT to enhance their learning.

Assessment
Assessment forms an integral part of the scheme of work to inform the planning for the next lesson.  There are opportunities to formalise the assessment if necessary.
